They also voted for their favorite booth display. Tied for Best in Show were ClearLake Furniture of Ludlow, VT and Charles Shackleton Furniture of Bridgewater, VT.

ClearLake Furniture uses the phrase  ‘Handcrafted in our Vermont barn, one piece at a time’ to explain their method of making their quality, handmade furniture using 17th century techniques. The company was created in 1992 and now has showrooms in Ludlow and Woodstock. A creative feature of their work is having the owner’s family name carved into their piece, along with the date, creating an instant heirloom for any family to cherish for years to come. ClearLake Furniture was also a part of last year’s Showcase Festival held at the Union Arena in Woodstock.

 Charles Shackleton Furniture has been a part of the Showcase Festival since the show’s inception three years ago. Shackleton, a native of Ireland, has been in Vermont since 1981 and works out of the Bridgewater Mill. He also has a store  in Woodstock. His work reveals his passion for the art of woodworking. Shackleton has won numerous woodworking awards over the years and has been featured in many fine woodworking publications.

The show drew well over 1,500 visitors who watched demonstrations from the area’s top woodworkers, dined on a popular barbeque and listened to live music. The Vermont foliage and scenery provided the perfect backdrop for the weekend’s event.
